The Smart Procast Surf is the entry
level beach rod in Quantum’s range,
and comes at a competitive price.

It is available in 13ft, 14ft and 15ft and
15ft lengths, and all have a
recommended casting weight of 200g
(70z) and a three-piece composition.

A fixed reel seat tightens down
securely to prevent the reel from
working loose as you wind in, and the
long, chunky handle helps to provide
plenty of leverage on the cast.

This quickly tapers into quite a slim
blank which gives plenty of power to
throw out heavy leads.

All the guides are SiC patterns and
have quite a large bore so that
shockleader knots will pass through
them with ease. The large butt ring
folds flat for transport.

» Aristocrat Competition
is Tri-Cast’s hest-ever pole

This was a live test I'd been looking
forward to since collecting Tri-Cast’s
new flagship pole from its Rochdale
factory a couple of weeks ago.

Launched earlier this month, the
16m Aristocrat Competition came
with the promise that it was the best
pole the Lancs-based company had
ever produced.

That’s a bold claim, especially when
you consider its previous top-end
pole, the Finesse, has been
responsible for countless match wins
at southern bagging venues, with
huge nets of big fish caught at long
lengths of between 16m and 18m.

So, what does this new pole offer
that’s better than the Finesse?

Well, to start with, the Aristocrat
has been built around the same
nine-sectioned mandrel used in the
construction of the Finesse.

But that’s where the similarities end.
The Aristocrat pole is created from a
brand new, high specification carbon
cloth developed for the demanding
aerospace trade.

For the first time ever this special
cloth has been used in a fishing pole,

and Tri-Cast claims its unique properties
produce a pole with a significantly
improved forward balance, stiffness
and handling, whether it is being fished
at 13m, 16m or even longer. It’s lighter,
too, and that’s vital because when you
design a flagship pole everything has to
be right.

I have to say that from the outset this
pole really impressed me on the bank.

First, fitting up the kits was simplicity
itself - however, I believe they are
laughably understated.

The Match tops are rated up to a size
10 elastic without cutting back, but if
you remove the tip section you can
easily fit an internal PTFE to house the
biggest of hollow elastics with ease.

Also, the big-bore Power top-2 kits can
be cut back to the same length as the
match kits too.

Wall strength on every section,
including the top kits, was as firm and
unyielding as anything I have ever come
across, and the female joints from the
fifth section up to the purple and silver
decorated butt sections are all
super-reinforced, with a chequered
pattern carbon wrap that would put
bullet-proof body armour to shame.

You would have more chance of
wearing out a disgorger than you would
of wearing down a section joint!

The action of the pole is very Tri-Cast,
but the old adage of Tri-Cast poles being
heavy and awkward to handle has been
exploded. This one handles well, with
a fluent manoeuvrability matched with
great tip speed that produces hardly
any top section bounce.

Without a doubt this is the best pole
that Tri-Cast has produced - strong and
powerful, nicely balanced, easy to
handle and, importantly, built to last.
